	The first Catholic schools were established in Prince Albert in 1887 by concerned parents of the Roman Catholic faith, priests and sisters, in order to assist and complement the exercise of the educational rights and duties of the family. 

	
	

	POLICY:
	The Roman Catholic community of Prince Albert supports the legal establishment of the Prince Albert Roman Catholic Separate School Division No. 6 as of March 23, 1887.

	
	

	Guidelines:
	1. The Board of Education of the Prince Albert Roman Catholic Separate School Division No. 6 shall be established with the legal status prescribed by The Education Act, 1995.  The Board receives its authority from The Education Act,1995 and regulations made under the Act.

	
	

	
	2. The Board of Education is a corporate body established pursuant to the Act by Catholic electors to provide an educational system in which the teachings of Jesus Christ form the basis of the philosophy, aims, and objectives.  

	
	

	
	3. The Board of Education shall be responsible for the local governance of

      schools and for the provision and administration of educational services 

      in those schools.  

	
	

	
	4. The number of members elected to the Board of Education shall be in

       accordance with the Minister’s Order which established the school division or any amendment to the Order.

	
	

	
	5. The popular names of the division shall be “the Prince Albert Catholic 

      School Board”, “the Prince Albert Catholic School Division,” or “Prince 
      Albert Catholic Schools.”
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
