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	Background:
	Resource-based learning is a philosophy of education and a methodology for teaching and learning.  It involves the achievement of both subject and 

information literacy objectives through exposure to and practise with diverse resources making students active learners.

The Prince Albert Roman Catholic Board of Education provides learning resources which assist teachers in making the learning environment meaningful and appropriate for each student.  These resources should be fair and equitable in their treatment of all people regardless of race, ethnicity, gender, age, physical and/or mental levels of ability.

	
	

	POLICY:
	The Board of Education shall provide learning resources that will enable the professional staff to deliver the curriculum as prescribed by Saskatchewan Learning while implementing the teaching mission of the Catholic Church.

	
	

	Guidelines:
	1. The Board of Education directs teachers to fully utilize major resources (textbooks) that have been approved by Saskatchewan Learning, supplemented with additional resources directly related to teaching curriculum objectives.  The only exceptions will be those resources that are deemed contrary to the teaching of the Catholic Church.

2. The Assistant Director shall oversee the selection of major resources.  A consultative process including the Coordinator of Resource-Based Learning, the Coordinator of Resources and Technology, in-school administrators and teachers will guide the selection of textbooks for the school division.

3. The Principal or Vice-Principal will oversee the selection of school-based resources in consultation with the Teacher Librarian and Department Coordinators (St. Mary High School) and will be guided by recommendations from the Coordinator of Core Curriculum and Resource-Based Learning, the Coordinator of Technology and Resources, the Coordinator of Religious Education and the Coordinator of Special Education.

4. The selection of resources will follow Saskatchewan Learning guidelines outlined in publications such as Selecting Fair and Equitable Learning Materials.

	
	

	Procedures:
	1. Saskatchewan Learning documents will be used to select appropriate resources starting with the Bibliography that accompanies the Curriculum Guide for each subject area, A Selective Listing of Learning Resources (updated annually), and Learning Resource Materials Update (updated annually).

2. The selection of resources will be guided by an understanding of the aims, objectives and policies of Saskatchewan Learning and the Prince Albert Roman Catholic School Division with its distinct educational philosophy.

3. When selecting resources for the school Learning Resource Centre, the diversity of the community served, its academic needs, interests and abilities will be considered.

4. Emphasis will be placed on the selection of Canadian learning resources where appropriate.

5. Selection will be guided by an inherent respect for the copyright of materials.
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
